
We are so lucky to have one of the best chess programs 
in the city, if not the nation! students learn chess in the 
classroom, offers and after-school program to develop 
chess skills and can even participate in a top-ranked chess 
team at local, regional, and national scholastic tournaments.

Curriculum Chess. The PTA generously funds in-
classroom chess instruction and has done so since 2003. 
All kindergarten, first and second grade students receive 
weekly chess instruction and play supervised games. 
A growing body of research shows the developmental 
benefits of chess for children. PS4 embraces these benefits 
that boost problem solving skills and good sportsmanship.

After School Program. For beginner and advanced chess 
instruction, several sessions of after school sessions are 
offered by NYC Knights in the school cafeteria. 

Chess Team. Our most recent team outing was to the K-6 
Nationals in Nashville back in May with the largest PS41 
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group ever of 28 children! Four different age category 
teams competed, with our K-5 team placing second in the 
nation! Coming up next, the team will compete at the K-12 
NYC, NY State and National Championships. Go team!

National Chess Day. On October 10th, we celebrated 
National Chess Day at our first home tournament. There 
were chess arts and crafts, a chess trivia raffle game and 
door prizes for all participants. The day was a big happy 
success. 

Chess Tournaments. Several times a year our school hosts 
tournaments for school age children of all skill levels. 
These events serve to give children practical experience 
in tournament play, as well as raise funds for our traveling 
chess team.
